2. Discuss this with your learners.

3. Explain to learners that after you have read and discussed the story, they are going to write their own story about their
dog.

Teaching Activity 2:

1. Give each learner a “Follow the Instructions” worksheet.

2. Explain to learners that they have to follow the instructions — help the learners by first reading the instructions

together.

Ghare this story with your learners.

Thandi and her family had just finished a big celebration dinner because Thandi’s brother had passed his matric finals.
After dinner Star was treated to a big bowl of table scraps and treats leftover form dinner. That night, Star had terrible
diarrhea and kept on waking the family because of his vomiting. The next day, Thandi went with her dad to the vet.
When the vet heard that Thandi and her family often fed Star table scraps, he was not happy. He told them that bones,

especially chicken and turkey bones are highly dangerous; they can crack, splinter and stab a dog’s stomach and
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intestines.

The vet also explained that table scraps are too fatty for a dog’s digestive system and can cause stomach problems.

Lastly, he told them never to give Star chocolate as a treat as it could be poisonous for many dogs. The vet shared more

interesting information about what foods are dangerous for cats and dogs:

¢ Onion and garlic are highly toxic for cats and dogs

¢ Raisins and grapes can cause kidney failure

* Avocado has a substance called persin that is poisonous for dogs and cats

* Mushrooms contain toxins that can cause shock and lead to death

¢ Large quantities of salt can be dangerous

¢ Raw eggs could contain salmonella, a bacteria that is very dangerous to both humans and animals. Raw eggs also affect
the hair and skin of dogs and cats

¢ Many people believe that dairy products, such as milk are healthy for cats and dogs but milk contains lactose, which

causes stomach pains and problems for dogs and cats

The vet gave Star medicine to settle his stomach and Thandi had to take care of him for the next few days. Thandi

realised that if she did not look after Star, she would not be able to play with him.

After visiting the vet with Star, Thandi was reminded:
Never feed your dogs and cats table scraps. The only thing pets need is a good quality pet food such as those made by

Purina (Fancy Feast, Purina One, Alpo, Husky and Pamper) and fresh drinking water to keep them healthy and a whole lot
